of Administrative Services (DAS) for the appropriate classification of work and if there bid exceeds $500,000.00.
2. This project is being performed under the Construction Management form of construction.  With respect to this project, the Construction Manager is a representation of the Owner.  Each Trade Contractor’s contract shall be with the Construction Manager.  

3. All bidders whose bids exceed $500,000 shall hold a current DAS Contractor Prequalification Certificate (not a predetermination letter) from the Department of Administrative Services of the State of Connecticut according to Connecticut General Statutes Section 4a-100, 4b-101 and 4b-91. Bidders shall submit with their bids a current Update (bid) Statement. Failure to submit this item with the bid subjects your bid to disqualification. If you have any questions regarding these requirements contact the State of CT.DAS, at telephone number 860-713-5280 or visit their web site at www.das.state.ct.us . 

4. All bidders who are selected to perform this State project must comply with CONN. GEN. STAT. §§ 4a-60, 4a-60a, 4a-60g, and 46a-68b through 46a-68f, inclusive, as amended by June 2015 Special Session Public Act 15-5. An Affirmative Action Plan must be filed with and approved by the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities prior to the commencement of construction. State law requires a minimum of twenty-five (25%) percent of the state-funded portion of the contract for award to subcontractors holding current certification from the Connecticut Department of Administrative Services (“DAS”) under the provisions of CONN. GEN. STAT. § 4a-60g, as amended. (25% of the work with DAS certified Small and Minority owned businesses and 25% of that work with DAS certified Minority, Women and/or Disabled owned businesses.) The contractor must demonstrate good faith effort to meet the 25% set-aside goals. For municipal public works contracts and quasi-public agency projects, the contractor must file a written or electronic non-discrimination certification with the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities. 5. ALL bidders will be required to furnish a 10% Bid Bond or Certified Check along with their bid.  Performance and Payment Bonds (100%) will be required.  Reference project Documents for additional information.

A CITRIX Sharefile electronic mail link will be provided to the documents.  Those bidders receiving the documents in this manner will receive Addenda as they are issued.
7. Questions regarding the work or bid shall be made in writing and directed e-mail to D’Amato + Downes JV at           bristolbid@downesco.com attn.: Jeffrey S. Anderson – Director of Procurement. The last date for questions is five (5) calendar days prior to the bid due date at 12:00 noon EST.
8. A PRE-BID WALK-THROUGH BY APPOINTMENT ONLY will be held at the project site, 70 Memorial Boulevard, Bristol, CT on Thursday, April 2, 2020 starting at 10:00 AM EST. Contact bristolbid@downesco.com for a signupgenius.com link to sign-up for your appointment to visit the site.  We are limiting the walk-through to no more than five (5) people per time slot. The Pre-Bid Walk-Through is not mandatory but bidders are strongly encouraged to attend to review existing conditions. Proper Social Distancing is required to be maintained throughout this walk-through. This walk-through is ONLY for Bid Packages 1.1.1, 1.2.1 and 1.2.2 that need to see the interior of the building.  All other bidders may drive by the site when desired. Due to the Coronovirus pandemic we ask that you DO NOT attend the pre-bid without an appointment through Signup genius.  We also ask that you DO NOT attend if you:
•  Have traveled outside the country within the last 14 days, even though you do not have any coronavirus symptoms.

•  Have a household member who traveled outside the country within the last 14 days, even if the household member does not have any coronavirus symptoms.

10. The State of Connecticut Department of Labor and all associated statutes and regulations shall govern labor wages on this project.  The successful bidder shall comply with applicable state and local laws and the State of Connecticut requirements. 
11. Bidders are reminded that the Owner is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes as well as State of Connecticut Sales Tax to the extent allowed by law.
12. The “Supplemental Instructions” and “General Items – All Trade Packages” and all other special instructions shall be strictly followed by bidders.

13. The Trade Packages will be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder. However, the Construction Manager and Owner reserve the right to reject any and all bids or to waive any informalities, irregularities, omissions, or technical defects in the bids if deemed in the best interest of the project.
14. No bid shall be accepted from any person/company who is in arrears to the Construction Manager (or its subsidiaries) and/or Owner upon debt, or contract, or who is a defaulter as surety or otherwise upon obligations to the Construction Manager and/or Owner. 

15. All bids shall be held open by bidders for a period of ninety (90) days.  No bidder may withdraw their bid during that period.
