The deadline for submission of statements of qualifications is 3:00 p.m. on August 24, 2012.
Contractors are advised of the following requirements that will apply to the work:
The minimum rates to be paid labor of the various classifications shall be in accordance with current schedule of wages established by the State Labor Commissioner as provided in the General Statutes of Connecticut, as revised.

At the time of the bid, each Bid (Proposal) shall be accompanied by a Bid (Proposal) Guarantee in the form of a Bid Bond, certified in an amount not less than 10% of the bid inclusive of Bid Add Alternates.
The successful bidder is required to comply with all provisions of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Equal Employment Opportunity Act of 1972, Executive Orders 3, 17, 11246, 11375, 11478, various State and 

Federal Provisions and, if applicable, the Connecticut Fair Employment Practice Law, and the current State of Connecticut Prevailing Wage Rates.

The goal for Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) participation in this contract has been established at ten (10) percent of the contract value.  The DBE firms must be currently certified as DOT-certified DBE’s.  The successful bidder must indicate the disadvantaged business enterprise(s) it intends to utilize to achieve the above stated percentage prior to award of the contract.

The successful bidder must have an affirmative action plan approved by DOT prior to the award of the contract.

The successful bidder will need to provide a 100% Performance Bond and a 100% Labor & Materials bond for this project.
No bidder may withdraw its bid within ninety (90) days from the actual date of bid opening.  If for some reason a contract cannot be awarded within the specified period, the time may be extended by mutual agreement between OPM and the designated low bidder.
