The City of New Britain is soliciting bids for the traffic control signal replacement project.  This project will replace the existing traffic signal control at the intersection of Farmington Avenue and Slater Road in New Britain, CT.  This intersection serves as the gateway between New Britain and Farmington, and channels traffic from I-84 heading South-East into New Britain. Updated traffic signal equipment and operations will provide improved access through this gateway intersection including new accessible pedestrian equipment with ADA conformity and countdown pedestrian signals for clearer crossing signals along with an exclusive pedestrian crossing phase.
A bid alternative has also been added to the project. Bid Alternate No. 1 includes a video surveillance system consisting of surveillance cameras and on site data recording device.

The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids or any part of a bid presented, or to invite proposals as its interest may appear.

A pre-bid conference shall be held on the 3rd day of January 2019, at 10:00 AM, in Room 504, City Hall, 27 West Main Street, New Britain, CT, and attendance is recommended.
Attention is called to the fact that not less than the minimum salaries and wages as set forth in the Bid Documents must be paid on this project; proper classification of workers as employees rather than as independent contractors must be made.  Where one or more apprentices are employed, Contractor must participate in a state-certified apprenticeship program. The Contractor must ensure that employees and applicants for employment are not discriminated against because of their race, sex, religions, color or national origin.  The Contractor must adhere to all relevant provisions of Section 46a-95 of the Connecticut General Statutes, and any other relevant laws and regulations regarding Affirmative Action.  

An “affidavit” of non-collusion shall be included in the Bid Documents, and must be completed by the prospective bidder and returned with the bid. Failure to return an executed non-collusion affidavit with a proposal may result in the subsequent rejection of subject bid. The Contractor shall comply with the Copeland Anti‑Kickback Act and Regulations of the Secretary of Labor (29 CFR, Part 3).
The contractor who is selected to perform this State project must comply with CONN. GEN. STAT. §§ 4a-60, 4a-60a, 4a-60g, and 46a-68b through 46a-68f, inclusive, as amended by June 2015 Special Session Public Act 15-5.

State law requires a minimum of twenty-five (25%) percent of the state-funded portion of the contract be set aside for award to subcontractors holding current certification from the Connecticut Department of Administrative Services (“DAS”) under the provisions of CONN. GEN. STAT. § 4a-60g. (25% of the work with DAS certified Small and Minority owned businesses and 25% of that work with DAS certified Minority, Women and/or Disabled owned businesses.) The contractor must demonstrate good faith effort to meet the 25% set-aside goals.
