The scope of work includes the removal of the damaged section of the fireplace and reconstruction of the fireplace.

The selected contractor shall furnish a performance bond from a surety licensed in the State of Connecticut and listed on the IRS Circular 570 in an amount at least equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the contract price prior to execution of a contract.
A non-mandatory pre-bid conference will be held at Blish Park Pavilion located on Park Road in Marlborough, Connecticut on Wednesday, October 16, 2019, at 10:00 a.m.  Any request for interpretation of specifications may be submitted in writing at that time.  Bidders will have an opportunity to review the site of the work following the pre-bid conference.

Attention of bidders is particularly called to the requirement for all contractors and subcontractors to provide affirmative action to ensure equal opportunity employment as noted in the Governor's Executive Orders 3 and 17.

The bidder agrees that its bid shall be good, capable of being accepted, and may not be withdrawn for a period of ninety [90] days, Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays excluded, after the opening of bids.

The Town reserves the right to waive any technical defects in the bids; to reject bids which do not conform to the terms and conditions described in the specifications; to reject any, any part of, or all bids; to waive informalities or irregularities in the bidding process; and to accept that bid which the Town deems to be in its best interest, whether or not it is the lowest dollar proposed.

All work to be performed in connection with the proposed project will be subject to all applicable federal, state, and local laws, ordinances and regulations.

If the Town determines, in its sole discretion, to proceed with the work, the successful bidder must execute and deliver an Agreement, and furnish valid Certificates of Insurance and performance bond to the Town prior to the start of any work.

It is the responsibility of the bidder to ensure that it has received any and all addendums to this Invitation for Bid prior to submitting a bid.

This Invitation for Bid is not binding on the Town.

The Town reserves the right to revise or amend the plans and specifications from time to time as it deems necessary.

This Invitation for Bid has been prepared solely to solicit bids and does not constitute a contract offer.
